· The following bills are being monitored during the fall of 2008:

A1917 Requires qualifications of bidders on public contracts.

A2670 Subjects municipal utilities authorities to the jurisdiction of the Board of Public Utilities.

A3062 Defines "inherently beneficial use" for purposes of zoning to specifically include facilities 
that supply electrical energy produced from wind, solar or photovoltaic technologies.


A3191 Prohibits health care institutions from discharging medications into sewer or septic 
systems.

A3215 Water Resource Lands Protection Act, water tax bill.

A3277 Permits purchase of goods and services by the State and local government units through 
electronic means.

S1426 Permits municipalities to set strict absentee policies for service on authorities, boards and 
commissions and requires ethics training.

S2008 Requires and permits preference in awarding certain contracts.
