NJWEA, EXECUTIVE OFFICER REPORT:  
Vice President:  Robert Fischer – Reminder: WEFTEC in New Orleans this October.  Housing is at Embassy Suites.  Luncheon is at the House of Blues.  The state has donated money to Mercy Core contributing to emergency relief in Haiti.  Incoming President Robert Sokolowski has asked for chairmen of committees to pick Vice Chairmen for their committees.  Fran Bonaccorso will be Vice Chairman the Tech Transfer Committee.  We started a new committee for where we enter middle schools to teach water and wastewater in schools.  Lessons are approximately 30 minutes long as students partake in an essay contest afterwards.  We have been getting good reception from Science Teachers.  Committee is comprised of three North Section members and one Central Section member.  
Tech Transfer Seminar registration is open still.  The seminar will take place  March 1-4, 2010. In December 2008 a new regulation went into effect requiring anyone who has failed exams three times will have to take a prequalification course.   This course spans over 2 days.  The course we offer will also count of TCH credits.

Federation Directors:  Joseph Bonaccorso – New Jersey is active in House of Delegates representation.  We want increased representation for larger member associations.  Membership committee has reawakened need for recognition of new members.  We are also involved in the Boy Scout Jamboree in Fort AP Hill Virginia.  WEF has been involved in a portion of the event, but this year there will be three members going with WEF to assist in the program.  State has donated $1000 to that effort.
