NJWEA, EXECUTIVE OFFICER REPORT:  
Executive Directors:  Jack Lagrosa : There was a good turnout at WEFTEC with a successful luncheon at the House of Blues with approximately 90 attendees.  The tech transfer seminar will be held in March and the annual conference will be held in May. 
Federation Directors:  Joseph Bonaccorso: The new WEF membership database is in beta testing.  We are helping to fix any problems we may see.  There is a new membership recruitment award.  We, the NJWEA, prevailed on an issue regarding MA representation in WEF.  We were looking at representation for an MA in WEF to be based on how many members the MA has.  We suggested lowering the number of members needed to 50 members and lowering international MA’s to either 20 or 10 members.  The NJWEA will be recognizing an eagle scout who is the son of a long time member.  The De Block scholarship will be activated this year $1000 each to two people to defer school costs.  The money will go directly to the school attended. 
Other State Officers: Robert Fisher; The tech transfer seminar that was held in September was well attended.  We broke many records for attendance and tabletops.  The most successful programs are those dedicated to the operators.  The spring seminar will start on Feb. 28th.  We will be holding a recertification course during the seminar. There can be as many as 18-19 sessions.  Pennsylvania is now requiring TCH’s for Professional Engineers.  We plan on holding sessions that meet these standards.  Seminar meeting will be held November 4th at Bayshore Regional Sewerage Authority.  An executive committee meeting will be held on December 3rd.
